Building Program Report….20 May – 20 August 2002

Aim of Project/History: To empower orphans who have left school with some general life skills and knowledge in the domestic building industry. We teach concrete work, brick and block laying, carpentry, joinery, plastering, tiling, painting etc. Along with this is imparted use of power tools and work related safety of self and others. This provides these young people with greater opportunity to either start their own business or an edge in employment.

Last year in June and July we did a trial program as a pilot project. Four young men did very well. The task was to build 2 medium sized homes for destitute orphans including two outside toilets and a gardening storeroom. At the end of our six weeks here the first house was completed to lock-up. The second house had foundations and walls to door height. The toilets and storeroom were complete. The four young men then carried on to complete the house under great difficulties, over the next few months.

Three of the four guys are still working with us today. Since our arrival in May three additional guys have joined the team.

Building Projects Complete/ In Process:
1. a storeroom for fruit and vegetables (complete)

2. a rat proof storeroom for mielie-meal as part of orphan feeding program (complete)

3. a storeroom for building materials

4. created new office space with 5 built-in desks 

5. toilet facility for office workers

6. 2 toilets in the community

7. small “granny house” in the community

8. construction of low-cost coffins

9. tiled office space and kitchen

Teaching Method: It is a practical, experiential hands-on approach, learning as we construct, learning as we build useful item for the community.

The young guys are enthusiastic and eager to learn and serve their community. Each day is begun in prayer and consultation. We have seen amazing development in these people. It is a joy to be able to work with them as a leader and friend.
