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 Welcome to our life in the field at the Masoyi tribal community.

The Team Leader is responsible for the preparation of the team prior to arrival … as much as possible. We have also emailed you information that hopefully includes all the little things that either makes life easier or more difficult.

Your team must be maximum 12 people. If it is larger, please negotiate with Carolyn by email: handsatwork@worldonline.co.za
Arrival and Departure Transport is the team’s responsibility. If the team is small (max. 6) we can pick-up by arrangement.

Teams of 8 and Over is advised to provide their own vehicle for use while staying at ASM and working with Masoyi Home Based Care, especially if the stay is longer than one week.
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There are many interesting natural and cultural happenings very near to here including Kruger National Park, only 15 minutes drive.

Jewelry must be simple and modest. No money or valuables are to be carried into the Community.
Small Camera and Videos are acceptable. Permission for photographs must be given by orphaned children. No photos of patients are allowed.

Clothing must be modest i.e. longer skirts for ladies. Sunscreen is recommended as is a bottle of water for you.

Any Money or Gift you want to give must not be given direct to patient or child. The gift can be given via a Support Team Member.

Overseas Medical Staff can also visit with ACTS Community Clinic, ASM Clinic.
